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Reporting Procedures

Report graffiti vandalism on private property to your local Municipal Authorities or Law Enforcement Agency. They will have private property owners sign a waiver to allow the Berks County Graffiti Abatement team remove the vandalism from most surfaces either by pressure washing with chemicals or repainting the surface.  We will contact you with the time and date of all scheduled removals usually turning around our work orders within 48 hours of receipt.   
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The Berks County Graffiti Abatement Program was made possible through a 3 year State Grant secured by Senator Mike O’Pake  to improve the quality of life for residents throughout Berks by providing prompt, efficient graffiti vandalism removal at no cost to the Taxpayer. This program has the support of the Berks County Court of Common Pleas and the County Commissioners -  Chairman Mark C. Scott, Vice Chair Kevin S. Barnhardt and Commissioner Christian Y. Leinbach. Berks County is committed to maintaining a high quality of life for all residents.

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Prevention


Keep your property well maintained, well lit and wherever possible plant shrubs and bushes to set up a natural environmental barrier


Use motion sensor lights or other types of alarms and surveillance technology  in areas where there is a 














Prevention





Keep your property or place of business well lit and maintained


Plant shrubs and bushes around your property to create a natural “environmental barrier” to discourage graffiti vandals


Use motion detectors or cameras in any areas subject to graffiti vandalism


Be vigilant, report any suspicious   activity to local law enforcement


Use “anti graffiti” paint or coatings where needed so that spray paint or marker vandalism will wash right off with a garden hose. 


Have graffiti removed promptly. The faster you take it down the less likely it  is to put back up by graffiti vandals                                  �   
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
